Classifier Notes
A classifier is a handshape that represents a group of objects with similar characteristics.
A descriptive classifier is a word (handshape) used to describe a person or object. They are sometimes referred to as SASSes…. size and shape specifiers.

Examples of DCLs
DCL:1 – long skinny objects… single stripes, pencils, outlines of shapes/areas

DCL: 4 – stripes, fences
DCL: bend 5 – curly hair, round objects (such as balls)

DCL: C – cups, large cylindrical objects, wide stripes
DCL: bent V – chairs

DCL: B or open B – flat objects such as paper, straight hair, large rectangular objects, walls, rooftops
DCL: F – small, flat, round objects (such as buttons, coins), or small cylindrical objects
Descriptive Classifiers are often accompanied by non-manual markers used to describe size….

OOO- small, skinny objects

MMM- regular, medium-sized objects

CHA- large objects

LUCH- massive, huge objects
